Senior Adult Ministry Financial Assistance Criteria
We have funds available for financial assistance for Senior Adult Ministry sponsored activ-
ities (i.e. trips, classes).  We have established criteria by which members can apply for 
assistance and utilize this special funding.  The established criteria includes:

-membership at St. Luke’s
-recipient of Middleton Outreach Ministry (MOM) assistance
-qualifies for Badger Care, Medicaid or other such assistance
-recipient of housing assistance
-income below 150% of 2010 national poverty level ($15,245 for one person or $21,855 
for two persons)

-The following procedures shall apply in requests for assistance and in response to 
those requests:
--requests shall be made using the Scholarship Application form available in the 
Church Office.

--requests shall be made in writing at least TWO (2) weeks in advance of the event 
sign-up deadline.

--requests shall be given to the St. Luke’s Administrative Assistant for proper routing
--action shall be taken on all written requests within one week of receipt of said request

ALL REQUESTS SHALL BE CONFIDENTIAL.

Walking Area
